
Short Test Aged 9 plus years 

Scoring 

Add up the number of ticks in each column, and then multiply each column total by the multiplication factor for that column. 
(Given on bottom row.) 

Add these totals together for you final score. 

A score of 16 or higher for 9-18 year olds, and 21 or higher for 19-30 year olds signifies a convergence insufficiency and that 
vision therapy is indicated. 

The predictability of this system questionnaire has not been documented for the subjects less than nine years of age.
